Applications will be considered by a funding panel with representatives appointed by Pro-Action. 

The Diamond Jubilee Fund is a designated fund with a specific remit of helping the children & young people of Hertfordshire to take part in Adventurous and Outdoor Activities. Please make sure your application falls within our remit.

2) To apply individuals must live in Hertfordshire, be between 11 to 25 years old and a members of an organisation currently affiliated to Pro-Action.

3) Grants to individuals are up to a maximum of £150.
